India’s largest city, Mumbai, is the country’s financial capital and home to most of India’s specialized and technical industries.  It has, for years, attracted highly skilled workers seeking jobs and a new life from all over India.  Among the 14 million people living in this modern city is a small group of 5,000 people who still use traditional methods to do their job.  They are called “dabbawalas.”
A “dabbawala” is someone who collects and delivers freshly cooked lunch packed in boxes (“dabba”) from homes to customers at work and then returns the empty boxes by the end of the day.  Each day they deliver more than 175,000 lunches, and yet it is said that only one mistake is made for every 6 million deliveries.  Such is the precision of the dabbawalas.

So how do they do it?  Amazingly, the dabbawala system has changed very little in its century-old history.  It uses no computers or other advanced technology despite of its complexity.  What the dabbawalas rely on is a very low-tech system of color coding and symbols because most of them are barely able to read or write.  Each lunch box has its own special mark that shows where it came from and its destination, such as HO for hospital. 

Using this traditional system, the dabbawalas are able to deliver the goodness of homemade food to their customers, rain or shine, monsoon or heavy wind, giving them the energy to work hard.  Dabbawalas’ quiet but significant contributions to the Mumbai economy finally got noticed and some dabbawalas have been invited to give lectures on their business models by top business schools in India.
